RIDE RATINGS

A guideline tohelp determine a ride’s suitabilityfor you.

D Recreationally paced (8-14 mph) no drop rides with
several rest stops, a set route, a leader, and a sweep to
assist inexperienced riders. Distances under 20 miles
with no extended climbs. Suitable for novice riders.

CModerate touring pace (12-17 mph) rides with a few
stops where assistance can be obtained from fellow
cyclists. A sweep is often but not always provided.
Distances up to 40 miles for intermediate riders.

BLonger quicker paced rides (15-20 mph) with a leader
only. Routes are flexible and riders should be able to

handle simple repairs. Includes unsupported rides up to
60 miles and fully supported tours of up to 100 miles.

A Fast paced (18+ mph) long distance rides for
experienced cyclists. Riders are expected to have

their own tools and provide their own support in the
event they are separated from the group.

Weather and road conditionsshould also be
considered when assessinga ride’s overall difficulty.
Many rides will take place in spite of foul weather.

Consider breathable rain and cold weather gear.
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
